D127 Laboratory Hazards

Users of this laboratory (D127) may encounter one or more of the following hazards, depending on their work.  Users must know and follow the safe working practices that pertain to these hazards.

Toxic chemicals:  silver paint

Flammable chemicals:

· ethanol and acetone (≤ 500 ml each)

· pump oil (in vacuum pump and ≤ 2 L in plastic bottles)

High magnetic fields:  within 6 inches of the SEM's ion pumps

High voltages:  SEM's HV components ≤ 30 kV

High vacuum:  10-6 to 10-9 torr in the SEM's column

Elevated pressures:

· Medium-pressure air at 90 psi

· Nitrogen at 9 to 1.5 psi

High temperatures:  heating holder (when in use)

Sharps:  tweezers, scalpels, hypodermic needles, and razor blades

Note regarding this hazard list example:

Not all hazard categories need to have specific details.  For instance, most chemistry laboratories would have too many items to list in certain categories.  This particular list is for a SEM laboratory in which the number of hazards are rather limited, so specific hazards could be included without making the list hard to read at a glance.
