Graduate Research Appointments in the Physical, Biological and Computing Sciences Directorate at Argonne National Laboratory





Overview





Graduate Research appointments are available for qualified U.S. University graduate students who wish to carry out their thesis research at Argonne National Laboratory under co-sponsorship of an Argonne staff member and a faculty member in the Physical, Biological and Computing Sciences (PBCS) Directorate. The divisions in this directorate are Biosciences, Center for Nanoscale Materials, Chemistry, Educational Programs, High Energy Physics, Intense Pulse Neutron Source, Materials Science, Mathematics and Computer Science and Physics. 





Financial support for this program is from the PBCS Directorate; it is anticipated that at least three to four new graduate students will be supported. 








Program Description





PBCS Graduate Appointments are for a one-year term with annual renewals being contingent upon satisfactory performance by the appointee. Appointments usually commence when the student begins full-time thesis research at Argonne after having completed all other academic requirements. In certain cases, students may be awarded support for pre-thesis studies on campus, provided that they intend to carry out their thesis research at Argonne. 





The university sets the academic standards and awards the degree. In practice, participation by the faculty member varies from full partnership in the research to general supervision of the student's thesis work. The Argonne staff sponsor undertakes to keep the faculty sponsor informed about the student's progress, and he/she attends the thesis defense. 





Research may be conducted in any one of the divisions within the Physical, Biological, and Computing Sciences Directorate. 





Financial Assistance





Support of a Graduate Appointee consists of a stipend of approximately $1500 per month, tuition payment up to $5,000 per year, and certain travel expenses. In addition, the student's faculty sponsor may receive payment for limited travel expenses. In cases where the student's annual tuition cost exceeds $5,000 per year, the university is expected to provide additional financial assistance to the student as required.

Application





An application for the PBCS-Graduate appointment must be submitted by June 27, 2003. Appointments may commence no sooner than October 1, 2003. U.S. citizens or permanent resident aliens should fill out Lab-Grad program form, non U.S. citizens should apply using the Guest Graduate Program form. 





Application Materials





To apply for the Graduate Program, print the application packet available at http://www.dep.anl.gov. The application is available on the left-hand side of the web page under the heading Higher Education. Three (3) reference forms are required; please read carefully and make sure all required signatures are obtained.





Selection Process





Selection to the program will be based on research initiatives and collaborations with the various scientific divisions within the PBCS Directorate. Applicants will be selected by a selection committee composed of the Associate Laboratory Director for Physical, Biological and Computing Sciences and the Director of the Division of Educational Programs. Successful candidates to this program will be announced within two weeks of the application deadline.


 


Mutual interest in an area of research by the student, university thesis advisor, and the Argonne scientific staff sponsor is essential for the successful arrangement of a PBCS Graduate Appointment.
