Argonne Theory Institute Call for Proposals

The Argonne Theory Institute (ATI) invites proposals for Fiscal Year 2004 (beginning October 1, 2003) for workshops, visiting programs, and guest scientist visits in physics, engineering, chemistry, biology, computer science, mathematics and materials science. The ATI is open to proposals from any scientist or group of scientists for visiting programs and international workshops at the forefront of these fields, which bring together scientists in a work environment that fosters exchange, interactions, and initiation of collaborations.  Proposals submitted by July 30 will be given priority consideration.

Proposals for workshops and visiting programs (simultaneous or sequential collaborative visits dedicated to a specific topic) can be informal and short and should include

· The names and affiliations of the organizers. 

· A summary of the main research questions and/or topics to be addressed. 

· A tentative list of the keynote participants indicating committed and contacted prospective participants.

· An outline of the format and/or program of the workshop (number of talks, organized or informal discussion sessions, etc). Proposed duration and dates are requested.

· A brief description of connection of the proposed topic to and possible benefits for research projects at Argonne and/or University of Chicago and references to research groups that may be interested. Preference will be given to projects that either are related to ongoing programs or promise to initiate or stimulate new research directions at Argonne and/or University of Chicago.

· Requested budget.

Applications for guest scientist positions and/or short visits should include:

· CV and publications list

· Statement of research interests 

· Research proposal

Short visits (less than two weeks) are designed for a brief acquaintance and initiation of new research projects at Argonne.  Longer visits (more than two weeks) are reserved for extensive joint research programs and arranged as visiting scientist/scholar appointments at Argonne National Laboratory.

Applicants for visiting scientist/scholar appointments may be kindly requested to arrange two confidential reference letters.
For guest scientist positions a brief description of connection of proposed research topic to and possible benefits for ongoing research projects at Argonne (if applicable) and references to research groups that may be interested is strongly advisable.  Preference will be given to projects that either are related to ongoing Argonne programs or promise to initiate and stimulate new research directions at Argonne.  Applicants are encouraged to contact and refer to Argonne researchers who are interested in collaborations on the proposed program.

Applications via email are preferable and can be sent in PDF, Word, or latex format to the Argonne Theory Institute Executive Coordinator, Ms. Barbara Fletcher, bfletcher.ti@anl.gov.

Reference letters can be sent via email, but originals should follow by ordinary mail.

Proposals for workshops, visiting programs, and guest scientist positions may be submitted throughout the year.  Applicants are encouraged to consult members of the Advisory Board as well as Argonne researchers with expertise in the topic of the prospective workshop.

Upon approval the available budget will be allocated to the workshop, visiting programs, or guest scientist position in question.  As a rule, allocated funds are sufficient to support local expenses of the invited participants.  Redistribution of the funds in order to support travel expenses of key participants is left to the organizers’ discretion.
